However the complexity of this receiver s MAP equaliser increases exponentially with the length of the FIR channel
Consequently this scheme is restricted for use in systems where the channel length is relatively short In this thesis the use of
a channel shortening prefilter in conjunction with the MAP based turbo equaliser is considered in order to allow its use with
